Overview

On the auspicious Tenth Day of the Monkey Month in this Fire Horse year of the Rabjung
cycle, as observed annually, we humbly commemorate with deep gratitude Orgyen Sangye
Nyipa, the Second Buddha - the great Master Padmasambhava - whose boundless compassion
and enlightened activity have been especially kind to the Buddhadharma in general, and to the
Land of Snows (Tibet and Himalaya regions) in particular.

On this sacred occasion, we pray that the precious teachings of the Buddha may flourish and

Referred to
as Dharma Medicine, it is prepared according to the pure Vajrayana lineage tradition, using
the Eight Root Medicines and the Thousand Combined Medicines, embodying the profound
principle of “liberation through tasting.”
